Mr. Dawid stated that there would be a presentation on the Hydrogen Highway Blue Print at
today’s Advisory Council Air Quality Planning Committee meeting, and invited the Legislative
Committee to attend the meeting.

Consideration of New Bills and Corresponding Agency Positions

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Recommend that the Board of Directors adopt positions on the bills discussed below.

DISCUSSION

Staff recommend that the Committee recommend Board adoption of positions on six additional
bills of air quality significance. A brief analysis of each measure is below. Additionally, staff
will answer questions from the Committee about bills on the attached “BAAQMD Bill

Discussion List”.

ANALYSIS

AB 386 is authored by Sally Lieber (D-Mountain View), and builds on her successful effort in
2004 to improve Smog Check (AB 2683). This year, she is proposing to reform the
administration of the program. While the Air Resources Board (ARB) is the agency charged
with cutting motor vehicle emissions in California, the Bureau of Automotive Repair (BAR)
runs the Smog Check program. BAR is part of the Department of Consumer Affairs; ARB is
part of the California Environmental Protection Agency (CalEPA). The author believes that
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Smog Check is fundamentally an air quality and environmental program, and that ARB should
have an increased role in program decision-making.

Because motor vehicles are the largest source of California’s air quality problems, an effective
Smog Check program is essential to clean air goals. Unfortunately, the program continues to
fall short of its State-Implementation-Plan-required emission reductions. Unlike last year’s bill,
it is not possible to quantify the emission reductions from AB 386. However, staff believe that
in the long run, this year’s bill will have even greater clean air benefits. Staff also note that the
Inspection and Maintenance Review Committee have been studying the issue of program
administration, and are expected to shortly issue their recommendation for reform as per this
bill. Staff are recommending a “support” position.

AB 721 is authored by Assembly Speaker Fabian Nunez (D-Los Angeles). It is crafted to cut
emissions of toxics by small-business metal platers by establishing a low-interest loan program
to fund the installation of control technology. Metal platers can release toxics such as
hexavalent chromium to the air, water, and soil. Generally, the District has required a variety of
emission controls on such facilities to try to minimize risks to adjacent businesses or residents.

The majority of metal platers in the state, especially those involved in so-called decorative
chrome plating, are relatively small businesses. Obtaining the financing for some of these
facilities to install needed emissions controls has been difficult. This bill is designed to help
these facilities get the controls they need to reduce risk from their operations. Last year, the
Speaker authored a similar measure, which was vetoed, that would have limited the loan
program to the greater Los Angeles area. This year, AB 721 is a statewide program, and will
help reduce plating emissions in the Bay Area. Staff are recommending a “support” position.

AB 1229 is authored by Joe Nation (D-San Rafael), and is sponsored by the Natural Resources
Defense Council and the Union of Concerned Scientists. It is designed to better educate
consumers who are purchasing a new vehicle about the air pollution and global warming
consequences of their particular choice.

Under existing law, new cars in California are required to have a sticker providing smog index
information. This bill would rename that sticker, have its format and content be designed by
the ARB (instead of the manufacturers), and have it include information on both smog-forming
emissions and greenhouse gases. The sponsors believe that many consumers, while generally
concerned about air pollution and global warming, have limited understanding of how what car
they buy affects these issues. The bill would not limit consumers’ choices in any way—it
simply provides more information on the existing stickers. Nonetheless, the automobile
manufacturers and dealers are actively opposing the measure. Staff are recommending a
“support” position.

AJR 8 is authored by Joe Canciamilla (D-Pittsburg). Engine emission standards and fuels
standards for large ships are set primarily by international treaty, and the primary agreement
governing marine vessel emissions is the so called Annex VI of MARPOL 73/78. This treaty
was never ratified by the United States. This resolution would encourage Congress to ratify the
treaty, and encourage the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency to adopt a low-sulfur-fuel area
on the Pacific Coast. Sulfur content of heavy marine fuels could be limited to 1.5% in such an
area. Such ‘sulfur emission control areas’ have already been adopted in the North and Baltic
seas, and significantly reduce marine engine emissions of fine particles, oxides of nitrogen, and
oxides of sulfur.
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Air emissions from ports and marine vessels are coming under increasing scrutiny from both
the Legislature and local air districts. While the maritime industry is opposing a number of
bills mandating that they reduce emissions, to their credit they are co-sponsoring this measure.
(The Pacific Merchant Shipping Association and Bluewater Network—an environmental
group—are the sponsors.) The District is increasingly involved in efforts to cut marine
emissions, both from ports and ships, and staff believe this bill could help these efforts. Thus
staff are recommending a “support” position.

SB 250 is authored by John Campbell (R- Irvine), and sponsored by CalEPA. As initially
introduced, the bill laid out an ambitious plan for implementing the Governor’s Hydrogen
Highway concepts. At this point, the amended bill would have relevant state agencies establish
needed specifications for hydrogen as a fuel to be used both in vehicles and stationary fuel cell
applications. While much more modest, these specifications are an important step forward on
the path towards increased use of hydrogen and reduced emissions. Staff are recommending a
“support” position.

SB 1024 is authored by Senate President pro Tempore Don Perata (D-Alameda). Itisa
roughly $7.7 billion bond measure titled the Safe Facilities, Improved Mobility, and Clean Air
Bond Act of 2005. Unlike the bond measure considered by the Committee earlier this year, this
measure contains substantial air quality funding. Specifically, it would provide $400 million in
Moyer funds to cut emissions at ports. Ports are a huge source of diesel emissions and resulting
exposures to those who live and work adjacent to them. Cutting emissions at the Port of
Oakland has been a priority for the District, and this bill would provide a very substantial
source of funds to accomplish that goal. District management have met with the Senator and
his staff, and articulated concerns about the high levels of diesel emissions at the Port, and the
District’s limited ability to cut these emissions through a regulatory process, either initiated by
the District or ARB.

This bill, if passed, would put the bond measure before the voters in June of 2006. The
measure would provide funds for seismic retrofit of state-owned toll bridges, restoration of
Proposition 42 transportation funds, cargo and freight infrastructure improvement, funds for
security improvement where goods are moved, and other mobility improvements. The
Metropolitan Transportation Commission has adopted a “support” position on this measure, and
staff also recommend a “support” position, specifically because of the air quality benefits of the
bill.
