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On February 23, 1999 at approximately 12:20 p.m. a fire occurred at the Tosco Refinery’s #50 Crude Unit. The fire occurred on the fractionation tower, where workers were performing maintenance on a naphtha line. The fire lasted for approximately 20 minutes before it was completely extinguished. 

The District did not receive any complaints regarding smoke or odors as a result of the fire. District staff at the scene detected no odors at ground level around the refinery. The Ground Level Monitors (GLM) located around the refinery did not record any excesses of hydrogen sulfide (H2S) or sulfur dioxide (SO2). 

The District will continue to investigate the cause of this incident and ensure that all District Regulations are enforced.
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
