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On January 31, 2002, at approximately 12:45 p.m., a process upset occurred at the Chevron Richmond Refinery Sulfur Recovery Plant. The upset caused a Sulfur Dioxide (S02) and Hydrogen Sulfide (H2S) release. The Contra Costa County Health Services Department declared a shelter in place at approximately 1:30 p.m. The incident was over at approximately 3:50 p.m.

District staff received 2 complaints during this incident. Winds in the area were from the north at approximately 8-12 mph.

District staff is reviewing continuous and ground level monitor data to determine if there were any excesses of air quality standards. There were several air samples taken during this event and they are currently being analyzed.

The District is continuing their investigation of this incident.
