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On February 21, 2002, at approximately 10:30 p.m., a process upset occurred at the Loctite Aerospace Facility in Bay Point (Pittsburg, CA). The upset caused a release from a 55 gallon drum of film adhesive components.

The Contra Costa County Health Services Department declared a shelter in place at approximately 11:00 p.m. The incident was over at approximately 01:00 a.m. on February 22, 2002.

The District received 2 complaints during this incident. Winds in the area were from the east at approximately 9-15 mph.

District staff is reviewing ground level monitor data to determine if there were any excesses of air quality standards.

The District is continuing their investigation of this incident.
