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On January 29, 2003 at approximately 10 a.m. Valero Refining Company experienced a spill of crude oil resulting from an approximate 3-inch hole in one of their crude oil tanks. The amount of the spill was approximately 250,000 gallons. The spill was contained in a wall around the tank and all the oil has have been drained into a tank. The incident was over at approximately 6 p.m. on January 29, 2003.

The District received 6 complaints of odor. The winds were from the east at approximately 10 miles per hour.

District staff is reviewing the monitoring data to determine if there were any violations of a District regulation.

The District is continuing their investigation of this incident.

UPDATE - 2/21/03
As a result of the above incident District staff issued the Valero Refinery a notice of violation (NOV) for creating a public nuisance.

District staff continues to investigate the incident and will verify if the facility exceeded any additional District regulations.
