PROPOSED REGULATION AFFECTING SCHOOL BUSES

The California Air Resources Board (ARB) is currently developing a regulation to reduce diesel particulate matter (PM) and other emissions from in-use heavy-duty diesel powered vehicles operating in California.  
As proposed, this regulation would require all school buses with a gross vehicle rating greater than 14,000 pounds to be retrofitted with a verified diesel emission control system (i.e., retrofit device) beginning in 2011.
