Ester Goolsby from CBE covered Grounding: East oakland Environmental
Justice & CBE

e Communities for a Better Environment (CBE) is one of the
nation's first organizations dedicated solely to environmental
justice. CBE launched in the Bay Area in 1978.

e CBE operates on a triad model with environmental justice efforts
at the center. Community organizing, legal advocacy, and science
and research are all used together to push for justice and a just
transition.

e Early CBE organizing efforts include toxic tours, mapping studies,
AB&I air monitoring, and health surveys, to name a few.

o Current East Oakland campaigns: Freedom to Breath, Oakland
General Plan, CBE Action, to name a few.

Comments and Questions

® A CSC member asked for clarification around the ongoing
lawsuits involving CBE. Esther Goolsby from CBE clarified that
CBE has been involved in lawsuits against AB&I and the Air
District.

® A CSC member asked if this lawsuit against the Air District
precludes the collaboration between the Air District and CBE
under AB 617. Suma Peesapati from the Air District clarified that
the lawsuit does not preclude collaboration under AB 617.

® A CSC member asked: How easy is it for the community to
become involved in this work and do many people know about
redlining and pollution? Esther Goolsby from CBE answered that
community members have become accustomed to breathing
toxic air, but many community members get involved because
they want to secure a good future for the next generations.
Esther also mentioned that there are regular CBE meetings open
to the public.

® A CSC member asked: What is CBE's greatest organizing
accomplishment? Esther Goolsby responds that working on
getting Senate Bill (SB) 1000 passed was impactful. SB 1000
made sure all California City and County General Plans have a
chapter dedicated to environmental justice. Their campaign
around solar energy was also impactful. Environmental work is a
theme in all other issues.

Esther Goolsby covered CBE’s Role in AB 617
e Initially, CBE opposed Assembly Bill (AB) 617. In 2019, CBE met
with their membership and created a draft work plan to share
with BAAQMD.
o Held extensive meetings about benefits and challenges of AB 617
e Timeline of Conversations with BAAQMD and AB 617.
o May-July 2021: After preparing with community allies to
meet with BAAQMD, CBE agreed to be a lead partner
organization. CBE started holding discussions around




contract, budget and the nomination process.

o August-October 2021: CBE meets with Air District
technical staff on monitoring and research, while
building 617 support among CBE staff and members.

o September: Mykela Patton provides the first “youth”
perspective on East Oakland to the Community Equity,
Health, and Justice Committee.

o November-December 2021: The Board voted to officially
nominate East Oakland as an AB 617 community.

e CBE’s Contract with BAAQMD includes internal coordination and
617 infrastructure, 617 project coordinator, community outreach,
research, partners and allies recruitment, and training and
consultation.

Comments and Questions

® A CSC member commented about the pollution in the soil in
Arroyo Viejo park.

® A CSC member asked: What has community outreach looked like
so far? Esther Goolsby shared that CBE has done community
education, tabling, and mailers for outreach.

® A CSC member recalled their experience partaking in toxic tours
and organizing in the community. The member also mentioned
the need for funding for this work.

CSC members discussed two
proposed options.

A roll call vote was taken and Option 1 was chosen:
Co-Chair Nomination and Election Process:

After November meeting

° 11/28: CSC members submit responses to Co-Chair
questionnaire based on criteria that CSC members voted
on via a google form.

° 12/2: Responses will be submitted to CSC in advance for
review

December meeting

° CSC will hear 2-minute speech from Co-Chair candidates
(proposed by CBE/BAAQMD)

° CSC votes. Each CSC member has 3 votes, 1 for youth and
2 for adults. Majority (more than 50% of CSC members

Lujain Al-Saleh from CBE and Margaretta Lin from Just Cities facilitated
the vote on Proposed Roles and Responsibilities of Steering Committee
Co-Chairs. CSC members discussed two options.

A roll call vote was taken and Option 2 was chosen:
Roles and Responsibilities of Steering Committee Co-Chairs
° Provide CSC leadership and guidance along with CBE staff
o 1-2 orientation meetings with Air District & CBE
staff & Just Cities
° Help plan CSC agendas, facilitate breakout sessions and
discussions
o Meet multiple times per month with Air District
& CBE staff to prepare for CSC meetings
(including agendas) (about 5 hours of meetings
per month in addition to monthly CSC meetings)
° Provide direction for Air District & CBE to develop
Community Emissions Reduction Plan
° If you miss 2 consecutive meetings, another co-chair will
be selected.

Margaretta Lin from Just Cities facilitated the vote on Criteria and
Qualifications for Co-Chairs. CSC members discussed three options.

A roll call vote was taken and CSC members chose Option 3:
