After November meeting

e 11/28:CSC members submit responses to Co-Chair questionnaire based on criteria that CSC
members voted on via a google form.

e 12/2:Responses will be submitted to CSC in advance for review
December meeting
e CSCwill hear 2-minute speech from Co-Chair candidates (proposed by CBE/BAAQMD)

e (CSCvotes. Each CSC member has 3 votes, 1 for youth and 2 for adults. Majority (more than 50% of
CSC members present) wins

After December meeting
e Just Cities will coordinate to schedule preparation meetings with new Co-Chairs
