Permitting Program

Purpose:

e Protect people and the environment from air
pollution

e Attain and maintain the state and federal
ambient air quality standards

e Make sure businesses follow air pollution rules

Permitting Program - New Source Review
(NSR) in Regulation 2, Rule 2

e Appliesto facilities that install new equipment, or make changes to
existing equipment, that will increase their air pollution emissions.

e Requires afacility to demonstrate that they meet all federal, state and
local requirements.

e Program is not static
o Air Quality Standards more stringent
o Constantly working to identify additional
approaches/technology to reduce emissions.

Major Components of Review

Best Available Control Technology (BACT) - Required emission control strategies.

Offsets - If a project causes a significant increase in emissions of a pollutant, for
which the Bay Area is not meeting standards, facilities must “offset” those
emissions by reducing emissions from other sources.

Air Toxics Health Risk Assessment (HRA) - Study to assess the chance that people
will get sick from exposure to air toxics, taking into account factors such as
weather, distance, age, health, lifestyle, and time of exposure.



Major Components of Review

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) - A law that requires state and
local agencies to analyze the environmental impacts of proposed projects and
take steps to reduce those impacts.

Public Notice - Opportunity for public to comment on projects before the Air
District finalizes review.

Source Specific Command and Control
Regulations

What is it? Regulations which set specific standards and enforcement mechanisms to
ensure compliance.

Example: Regulation 6 - Particulate Matter

e Rule 1setslimits on emission rates, concentrations, and visible emissions

e Rule4requires development of Emissions Minimization Plans to minimize
fugitive emissions from metal recycling facilities.

e Rule 6 limits PM emissions from trucks leaving large facilities

Enforced through inspections, monitoring, and reporting requirements.

e Nearly 400 permitted facilities in East
Oakland

e The Air District issues permits to these
facilities and tracks compliance with
permit requirements

e Common permitted source types
include gas stations, auto body shops,
and backup diesel generators
