land for different purposes or activities.

o Cities and counties regulate land use
through zoning. They issue permits
based on the activities and facilities
allowed under these regulations.

e The Built Environment has adirect
impact on air quality and our overall
health and well-being.

e Engages Oakland community in the planning and decision-making process.

e Requires chapters or “Elements” on Land Use, Circulation, Housing,
Conservation, Open Space, Noise, Safety, and Environmental Justice.

health and environmental impacts.

e PastLand Use Decisions &
Incompatible Zoning: Environmental
justice impacts of previous land use
decisions. Previous land use decisions,
based on outdated zoning rules, now
conflict with current regulations or
community priorities.
