4. TECHNICAL ASSESSMENT (TA): RESULTS (PART I: REFINERY
OPERATIONS)

The Committee received the first presentation in a multi-part series to share and discuss insights
from technical assessment work

Public Comments

Oscar Garcia; Monitoring outreach team. “So just wanted to thank Staff for presenting this data
and also just wanted to make a pitch for the air monitoring data that's being collected. I'm also
equally excited for this air toxic data | believe it's the first time the air district has done one of these
things, and it's exciting that we're having this data. Collection here in Richmond, because this live
data is really indicative of what we're all breathing, and so is the other monitoring data that's being
collected as part of this process. So just wanted to remind you that the actual monitoring data, is
what's representative of what we're breathing, and while the emissions inventory and other data is
helpful you know I just want to just gently remind you that what we're what folks are actually
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dealing with is what's being recorded in these air monitoring sensors. And so and so | just wanted
to remind you of that. And then also want to encourage you to look at the quarterly updates that
are put by the monitoring outreach team. | believe Dan is working on one for to compile data and
start, including the air toxic data. So please take a look and definitely provide feedback to the
monitoring air team, either directly or if I, Kevin number one, because we definitely want those to
be easily readable and digestible to the community. So. thank you all and have a good evening.”

Committee Comments

Kevin Ruano Hernandez requested clarification on what is the red dotted line - National Ambient
Air Quality Standard for 24-hour average PM 2.5. Asked where the air district monitoring sites
enrichment are.

Marisol Cantud requested that the information and data be more understandable and accessible for
community members (breaking down data by the categories of pollutants, known sources, etc.).
Asked for an update on the list of pollutant sources presentation.

Hakim Johnson supported the request to make the information more accessible to the public. Asked
what does “PM 2.5 is not health protective” mean and what does it mean for setting it lower.
Hakim Johnson, Asked how the committee going to factor in strategies for the larger pollutant
monitoring by August if there a focus on PM 2.5.

Kevin G. Ruano Hernandez asked what the health impacts of hydrogen cyanide and the
formaldehyde. Asked where the comparison and the exposures are impacts. Asked what the
impacts of the distribution centers and transportation.

Marisol Cantu requested that a presentation and discussion regarding the appendix of pollutants to
health effects and impacts be agendized for a steering committee meeting.

Nancy Aguirre supported the request for a presentation and discussion regarding the appendix.
Asked if Dr.Omotoso can share his expertise on the health impacts.

Dr. Omoniyi Omotoso shared that he practices in a study area but deals with short-term effects in
terms of asthma exacerbations. Described that it is beneficial to see what is locally contributing as
opposed to regionally for chronic issues because it helps in understanding where the biggest
impacts for this plan.

Micaela Zaragoza-Soto asked for a clarification of the score in one of the columns (Cancer Score,
Cancer rate according to diesel particulate matter?), one column seems to be emissions by mass.

Jeffrey L. Kilbreth was supportive of committee members asking questions regarding the content.

Requested specialists for asthma and chronic respiratory health conditions that can advise the
committee and agendize a discussion regarding the health impact with reference to the pollutants.

Luz Gomez supported the request for specialists for asthma and chronic respiratory health
conditions. Will ask around the Contra Costa Health Department for potential in house experts.

Kevin G. Ruano Hernandez; Asked if rule 6-5 is included in the criteria pollutants.
Jeffrey L. Kilbreth clarified that the monitoring data is a way of getting a second angle on PM but
it doesn't measure all the tax. Request clarification why certain tax only certain tax is monitored

and tested. Wants the committee to focus and prioritize on what they can monitor and tax.

Requested that the Air District be
specific in statements relating to concerns and risks.

Marisol Cantu stated and described importance of emphasizing the community’s health, concern,
and voice as a resident and community representative. Stated that the industry had not been acting
in good faith or prioritizing community health. Advocated that the community’s health and voice
be prioritized and discontinue the legacy of pollution in the community.

Nancy Aguirre supported the statements regarding described importance of emphasizing the
community’s health, concern, and voice as well as understanding health impacts. Stated that it is
appropriate to discuss the strike and requested that it be part of the conversation. Requested further
discussion regarding engagement and the information being shared. Asked what is considered as
compliant (self-reporting or independent reporting.).

Jeffrey L Kilbreth supported concerns regarding the strike, keeping refinery operations safe, and

being on alert. Requested an additional presentation about how to understand the risks with
underreporting flaring. Asked what emissions are coming from the flaring, whether there's any
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chance that there are missing amounts of pollution, who's responsible for knowing and reporting
flaring.

Francisco Avila reminded and affirmed that each Steering committee member is entitled to their
own opinion and a vote. Moving forward he stated that the committee should not be sidetracked
by a lobbying discussion that overshadows the topics and dialogue.

Y’Anad Burrell reminded the group that the diversity of the group is what moves the committee
forward. She emphasized how questions and comment procedure had been occurring and how
Committee member Johnson’s question was not answered. Co-Chair Burrell also highlighted that
the language around what the BAAQMD is concerned about and how it was presented is troubling.

Hakim Johnson thanked the committee for the space to discuss points of view. He asked for clarity
on Equality complaint summary, if out of the 1200 complaints that were received over the past
three years, are only 19% valid and what is that Intel?
