CSC Comments from Review of Revised PTCA Charter

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CSC Leadership

Section 4.3 Election of Leadership
Additional detail was added to address when there are fewer than three lead nominations

Revised language:

If there are fewer than three CSC Lead nominees, a Governance Ad hoc will reassess the
leadership structure and present solutions to be voted on by CSC members. The nominees
must be confirmed by a majority vote of the CSC.

Section 4.4 Meeting Participation and Facilitation
Language edited to better reflect the volunteer nature of this role

Revised language:
Leads will create a process for regularly assessing participation and accountability and
providing feedback to Leads, Facilitators, and CSC members
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CSC Leadership (Cont.)

Section 4.4.2(b) CSC Membership Engagement
Increased the turnaround time for email correspondence from 48 to 72 hours

Revised language:
Respond to CSC members within 72 hours with an email that provides specific follow-up
actions

4.4.3 Other Leadership Duties
The original Charter did not specify hours, revised to include hours

Revised language:
Leads are expected to commit to 8-10 additional hours of service per month. This will be
reevaluated as needed
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CSC Leadership (Cont.)

4.4.3 (b)
Formalized the Charter review and amendment process

Revised Language:
b. Lead charter development and amendments through an annual or bi-annual review
process.




Roles and Responsibilities

Section 5.2 Committee and Ad Hoc Facilitators
Clarifies the expectations of committee members and ad hoc facilitators

Revised language:

...[committee and ad hoc facilitators] will present a plan of action to the Leads and Air
District staff that identifies the purpose, goals, and key strategies of their committee or
ad hoc. This plan will then be discussed and voted on by the CSC. Facilitators will
collaborate with the Leads and Air District staff to resolve issues and assess progress
toward CERP implementation. Specific duties include co-developing committee or ad
hoc agendas, facilitating meetings, making regular progress reports to leads, recruiting
members and creating pathways for them to move the work of the CSC. Facilitators are
expected to commit to 4-6 hours of service per month.
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Roles and Responsibilities (Cont.)

Section 5.4 Industry Representative Members
Clarifies the role and expectations of industry representatives

Revised language:
The CSC will actively seek two non-voting members who represent local businesses,

local trade unions and/or industrial companies in Richmond, San Pablo, and North
Richmond. At monthly CSC, subcommittee, and ad hoc meetings, these members are
expected to present relevant public-facing information on their respective industry
plans, policies, and programs that could impact the CERP implementation. As industry
liaisons, they are expected to serve on at least one committee, ad hoc, or potential
working group annually to ensure the success of the plan.

e The public comment period opened on December 13, 2023 and concluded
on January 19, 2024

e The comment period was announced via the project website, Air District
E-blasts, social media posts, and at the public workshop

e CSC members promoted the public comment period through their networks
and during presentations at various public meetings and venues

e Public comments were submitted in writing via email (no snail mail received)
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Overview of Commenters

e A total of 48 public comments were received, covering 223 specific topics
e The commenters included:

o 38 individuals

o Six physicians/nurses

o Two community-based organizations (Communities for a Better
Environment and Sunflower Alliance)

o One industry (Chevron)

o One local jurisdiction (City of Richmond City Council)
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Process to Summarize and Respond

e Each comment was reviewed by an Air District staff member who worked
with Problems to Solutions Ad Hoc strategy writing teams and/or Ad Hoc
committees (Technical Assistance and Community Description)

e A brief response was developed for each comment
e Comments were grouped into four themes:

o Strategies and Actions

o Implementation

o Health and Education

o Technical Basis
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Example Comment and Response

e Example Fuel Refining and Flaring comments:
o Expressed appreciation for updating flaring regulations.
o Requested more definitive goals and action timelines.
o Asked for stronger flaring incident response strategies and accountability.

e Example Fuel Refining and Flaring response
o Please see Fuel Refining strategy 2, the objective is to reduce flaring events

to the lowest levels possible (in terms of frequency and emissions), including
during emergencies/upset, via more consistent and competent operations,

with an ultimate goal of zero routine or planned flaring.
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Example Comment and Response (cont.)

e Example Health & Education comments:

o There is a need to educate the community about air pollution and its health
Impacts on the body.

o Many personal accounts of health issues from living in the study area (i.e.,
childhood and adult asthma, respiratory issues, etc..

e Example Health & Education response:

o Please see Health strategy 2.1 which includes increasing access to home
retrofit programs, Health strategy 2.2 which includes supporting transition to
electric appliances and Health strategy 2.3 which calls for improving rental
standards to include indoor air filtration.
