Re: Renewal of Contract for Spare the Air Advertising and Messaging Campaigns

RECOMMENDED ACTION

The Committee will consider recommending Board of Directors authorization for the Executive
Officer/APCO to amend existing contract with O’Rorke, Inc. for the Fiscal Year Ending 2018
Spare the Air Campaigns’ Advertising, Communications & Evaluation Services in an amount not
to exceed $2,019,000.

BACKGROUND

The Air District’s Communications Office relies on contractors to assist with various aspects of
its advertising and outreach programs. The Communications Office completed a Request for
Proposal (RFP) process in February 2015 to solicit responses for the following services:
Advertising, Media Relations, Social Media, Public Opinion Surveys and Employer Outreach
services. O’Rorke, Inc. was the selected contractor.

A three-year contract was approved by the Board in March 2015 for O’Rorke Inc. with funding
not to exceed $1,950,000 per contract year during Fiscal Year Ending (FYE) 2016 and FYE
2017, and $2,019,000 for FYE 2018. The breakdown for the FYE 2018 contracts is as follows:

e Spare the Air Every Day Campaign

0 Advertising $600,000
0 Media Relations $200,000
o Social Media $75,000
o Employer Program $200,000
0 Public Opinion Surveys $50,000

e Winter Spare the Air Campaign

0 Advertising $600,000
0 Media Relations $100,000
o Social Media $75,000
o Public Opinion Surveys $50,000

o In-Language Opinion Surveys $69,000



DISCUSSION

In the previous year, the contractor has satisfied Air District requirements. Contractor and
subcontractors participate in weekly status meetings to highlight ongoing and new work.
Recommended messaging projects are well conceived and results are provided to staff.
Contractor is thorough and timely executing projects, making recommendations and performing
required tasks. Staff is recommending Board approval.

Re: 2016/2017 Winter Spare the Air Program Overview

RECOMMENDED ACTION

None; receive and file.

BACKGROUND

In July 2008, the Board of Directors adopted Regulation 6; Rule 3: Wood Burning Devices. The
rule applies to wood-burning devices including fireplaces, fire pits, wood stoves, pellet stoves, and
any other wood-fired heating device. The rule was amended by the Board of Directors on October
21, 2015, to further protect Bay Area residents from the public health impacts of fine particulates
generated from burning wood or solid fuels as a source of primary or supplemental heat, or for
ambiance. All amendments made to the rule to strengthen provisions and improve enforceability
adopted in 2015 became effective this winter. The year’s wood smoke regulatory season ran from
November 1, 2016 through February 29, 2017.

There are an estimated 1.4 million fireplaces and wood-burning devices in the Bay Area; and in
the winter, more than 30% of PM2 s air pollution is attributed to wood-burning. Although Rule 6-
3, has successfully reduced wintertime PM2s emissions regionally by about 2,660 tons per year
(tpy), wood smoke continues to cause unhealthy air, to exceed the PM2 s federal health standard,
and negatively impact local air quality.

In addition to rule changes, on September 2, 2015, the Board allocated $3 million from Air District
reserves to fund an incentive program to aid Bay Area homeowners and landlords in removing
fireplaces or to install cleaner heating devices.

The 2016-2017 Winter Spare the Air campaign featured the same strong message from last season
and links the serious health impacts from wood smoke to those of cigarette smoke. Advertising
that clearly illustrates this link has resonated so well with the public it will be refreshed for the
2017-18 winter season.



DISCUSSION

As part of this report staff will update the Board on this year’s wood smoke outreach and
advertising campaign; incentives; and the compliance programs.

BUDGET CONSIDERATIONS/FINANCIAL IMPACTS

Funding for the wood burning program is included in the Fiscal Year 2016/17 budget.
