Gas Reduction Fund,

2. Authorize the Air District to accept, obligate, and expend any additional
funds from settlements, penalties or Greenhouse Gas Reduction Fund
monies from the California Air Resources Board in State Fiscal Year
Ending 2020;

3. Approve the corresponding authorizing resolution; and

4. Authorize the Executive Officer/APCO to execute Grant Agreements and
amendments for projects with individual grant award amounts up to
$100,000 for the funding sources listed above.
