3. Developing authentic participation of low-income tenants, 
monolingual populations, and youth leaders in Air District policy 
processes

a democratic process that allows community 
members to directly participate in budget-
related decision making, i.e., community 
members decide how to spend a defined 
portion of a government agency’s budget.

Participatory Budgeting Opportunity
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• The Community Benefits Fund is an opportunity to 
undertake participatory budgeting. 

• $3 million fund approved by the Air District Board 
in early 2021 for FYE22.

• Funds are intended to be community-directed and 
provide community benefits. 

• Funding source is generally unrestricted; should 
be used to advance agency’s mission and benefit 
overburdened communities.

Participatory Budgeting Opportunities
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• The Air District receives Community Air Protection Program 
(CAPP) grants from the California Air Resources Board 
(CARB) to implement the AB617 program. 

• CARB recently distributed a fourth year of funding for a total 
of $9 million.

• Air District can modify currently approved spending plan to 
accommodate PB efforts.

• Other Air Districts are funding community-identified projects.
