Applies to
emissions of POC, NOx, PM10, and SO,.

Phase Il Acid Rain Facility

A facility that generates eectricity for sde through fossl-fuel combustion and by virtue of
certain other characteristics (defined in Regulation 2, Rule 6) is subject to Titles 1V and V of
the Clean Air Act.
